Construction is underway on the environmentally-friendly project and is e xpected to 
be completed in July 2009.

The state-of-the-art Early Childhood Development & Parenting Education Center for Harris-
Stowe State University (HSSU) is 47,885 square foot.  The new facility will house children 
ages newborn through pre-kindergarten, along with the university’s childhood education 
department.  Amenities include a parent’s library and education room, multi-purpose room 
with full-kitchen, smart board technology in each classroom, student computer lounge and 
a large multi-media professional development classroom/lecture hall.  The facility will also 
contain high-tech audio and video systems for the students and parents to observe the 
children from the higher-education classrooms or direct-observation rooms with mirrored 
one-way glass.  Designed to obtain the LEED “Silver” certification, the “green” building has 
incorporated many environmentally-friendly measures, including:

A highly energy efficient mechanical system with an energy wheel and variable air and 
water valve systems.
Pervious pavement and play surfaces to help reduce drainage into the storm sewers.
A rain garden and landscaping to facilitate the slow down of storm water to the sewage 
system.
Recycled rubber on the surface around the playground.

The Donald W. Reynolds Journalism Institute (RJI) located on the University of Missouri, Co lumbia campus 
is noted to be one of the best journalism schools in the country. Sircal-Kozeny-Wagner, a joint ve nture, 
was selected by the University of Missouri to provide constructi on services for the Institute. The project 
involved three interconnected buildings, including the interior  renovation of Walter Williams Hall, a 1930’s 
era building, complete renovation of the original 1890’s era Sociology Build ing and new construction of a 
modern “link” building.  

The project required a complete gut of the Sociology Buil ding with a new poured in-place concrete frame  
resulting in, a building within a building.  During construction it was discovered that the 120 year old Soci ology 
Building had crumbling masonry walls and foundation.  In order to save the struct ure the projec t team 
turned to Masonry Solutions International to strengthen and  salvage the shell through an intense gro ut 
injection process.  Interior and exterior temporary bracing and structural rein forcements were installed to 
support the structure.

This new state-of-the-art facility includes a futures laboratory and a technology  demonstration and 
research center.  The lab includes workspaces, a TV studio, edi ting workstations and editor’s offices.  In 
addition, the building has a forum and seminar rooms, a public recepti on and exhibit area, coffee sho p and 
a library/information center.

Kozeny-Wagner is proud to announce the challenging constructability of th is project was recognized  by the 
St. Louis Council of Construction Consumers and received a Best Practices Award.
